CONFIRMATION LETTER

Dear ,

We confirm, as per your request, your reservation at B.-P. Park and we are very happy that you have decided to come to B.-P. Park – a permanent Jamboree at Scouts’service. On this occasion we would also like to remind you:

1. WHAT IS B.-P. PARK: it is a camp ground for Scouts - based on being thrifty (9th article of scout law) - and not a commercial camping; it is a camp born and managed – on a voluntary basis – by more than fifty scout leaders, former ort l leaders, former scout, adults and scout parents to support leaders eager to propose activities to scouts of all age according to scout method; it is also an occasion to meet other Scouts as well as to discover the kindness of the people living in the surroundings;

2. FEES: upon the arrival you will be so kind to pay the fees for your stay (euro 3,00 per person per night for sleeping in your own tents, of course before you leave we will eventually balance your count; for using the “den” see what is written at the bottom of this letter); for parents or friends visiting campers a fee of euro 1,50 per person is expected;

3. CLEAN UP: you have to keep perfectly clean your camping area - at any time - and to collaborate to clean common areas (there is a differentiated garbage collection), including toilets;

4. RULES: camping areas are assigned when troops (from 12 years of age and above) are arriving, considering (where available) possible preferences expressed by arriving leaders, normally camping areas are available from 2.00 p.m. of the arrival day and must be left just before noon of the day of departure. A leader of every camping troop is kindly requested to attend “leaders meeting” (normally every second day) used to know each other and to exchange ideas about common interest subjects about camp life (cleaning, next activities, etcetera). In any case complete rules and regulations to be adhered to, are available on our web site (www.bppark.it).
5. SILENCE AND LIGHTS-OUT: it is not allowed to turn on any stereo, hi-fi, radio, tv set and similar devices even keeping the volume very low; at any time lights-out from 11.00 p.m. through 7.00 a.m. all over the camp;

6. FIRES: open fires can be lit only in clearly marked fire pits, or in safely placed containers (gas appliances or equipment can be used wherever safe to do so), in any case, in addition to the written regulations, common sense must be used at all times; fires must be extinguished with water every night;
7. WATER & TOILETS: cold drinking water is everywhere; do not waste water and please use only the available WC facilities (“squat on” or chemical toilets), leaving the facilities as clean as possible; there are toilets for handicapped; use only biodegradable soaps and detergents; it's not allowed to divert water nor power; 

8.  PIONEERING CONSTRUCTIONS & FIRE WOOD: temporary constructions must be taken down within the end of  your camp, unless you ask us and we authorise you to leave them as they are; fire wood (kitchen and campfires) must be collected on your own in the woods inside the camp; on the contrary, as far as pioneering constructions you have to bring your own poles or buy them by local suppliers (upon your request we can recommend you some of them); nobody is allowed to cut trees or alive branches without our permission, also barks cannot be cut or ruined; nobody is allowed to dig holes in the ground; just in case, take along with you a “machete” to clean up of bushes the area you will be camping at;

9. CLOTHES: it can get hot in the summer and we advise everyone to bring a cap; however nobody is allowed to walk in the camp in bathing suites and at least short pants and a T-shirt must be worn; in the evening a sweater will be more than helpful; whoever leaves from B.-P. Park should always wear proper scout uniform;

10. SHOPPING: a shop owner from Bassano Romano comes – on demand - to B.-P. Park every day and sells basic food and non-food items: you are free anyway to purchase somewhere else whatever you might need, even though we suggest you to go shopping only at Bassano Romano (moreover you can use part of a refrigerator used also by other campers); also  pins and stickers of B.-P. Park are available;

11. VEHICLES: buses are not allowed inside the camp, they must stop 500 metres away from the camp; cars and motorbikes are not allowed in the camp and must be parked at the entrance of the park (in case of specific needs, however, speed must be in any case within 5 km/h); trucks/vans carrying equipment can arrive at no more than 100 metres from camp sites (consequently you must consider you have to carry your equipment on your own for 100 metres); why do not you take along with you a mountain bike (it would be a very good idea); dogs (or other pets) must be kept tied at all times;

12. ACTIVITIES: upon your arrival (it’s even better before) let us know if you wish to participate to some of the following activities we will try to propose to the units camping at B.-P. Park:

· for all scouts: *Sundays and Holidays – or the previous day - catholic Mass agreeing with possible chaplains camping together with their units or agreeing with priests of Bassano Romano,  *Wednesday: audience by Holy Father Benedictus XVI (when he is in, of course); 
· eventual overnight in Rome (additional fee of euro 3.00/5.00 per person) by a parish church or by Scout Centre AGESCI Rome 60; *information about nature and a map of B.-P. Park can be found in our web site; the nearest place to swim is Bracciano lake (train to Bracciano + a walk of 7 km);
· for troops (age 12-16), specifically: 5 hikes (see our web site) in the surroundings (by troop or patrol with or without overnight) or in the near regional Etruscan park at Barbarano Romano; * animation for elder people at Bassano Romano and service or facilities constructions for B.-P. Park; * patrol missions and/or individual hikes (previous agreements must be reached with organisations/persons involved) to Monastry of San Vincenzo martire at km 5,5, discovering Bassano Romano village at km 7, animation for elder people at a residence house of Bassano Romano at km 7,5, “discovering” Vejano“ at km 10, … *scouting” activities (if you wish, you could even co-operate with us in ..…..), such as: star and nature watching; including EIE (Environmental Impact Evaluation); orienteering game; preparation of campfire program ending into the weekly evening campfire; pioneering; kitchen activities; first aid; a sport game; 

· for other units (age 16 and above), specifically: * 5 hikes (see our web site) in the surroundings (with or without overnight) or in the near regional Etruscan park at Barbarano Romano; * animation for elder people at a residence house of Bassano Romano and service or facilities constructions for B.-P. Park; service in Rome at cafeterias of Caritas (a charity organisation to feed homeless people), previous agreements must be reached together with persons in charge of each cafeteria: “Colle Oppio” in Rome, Via Sette Sale 30, phone +39.06.88815230 or “Ostia” Lungomare Toscanelli 176 – Lido di Roma, phone +39.06.5690999); *spiritual time spent with Benedictine monks of near Monastery of San Vincenzo martire; * “scouting” activities: see above “for troops (age 12-16)”;
13. ACCIDENTS: sending earnest money (see below) groups and unit leaders acknowledge that B.-P. Park is not liable for possible accidents which may occur to anybody due to being at B.-P. Park camp and therefore the above mentioned group and troop leaders  take responsibilities of accidents anyways;  

14. TRAIN TIMETABLE: at the bottom of this letter you will find the present train timetable from Rome to Viterbo and vice versa. With a notice of 8 days, Trenitalia FS (italian railroad system) - upon our request - normally has any train to stop at Bassano Romano station, even though the timetable does not foresee it. Let us know, anyway, as soon as possible at what time you expect to arrive at Bassano Romano and how (what transport system you intend to use);

15. TELEPHONE AND ADDRESS:  during camp season B.-P. Park phone is +39.333.3411811; postal address of the camp is: B.-P. Park (first line),  I - 01030 Bassano Romano VT (second line), Italy (third line); should you desire to send to (or from) B.-P. Park a postal parcel, you must have in advance an agreement together with B.-P. Park Deputy Camp Chief on duty; it is possible to recharge of power Unit Leaders mobile phones; 
16. A FIRST AID STATION is at Bracciano Hospital, at about 20 km;

17.  EARNEST: we ask you to send us, by mail (to Elio personally: see his address above at n.19), or by bank transfer to B.-P. Park bank account (bank account # 1590 c/o Credito Cooperativo – Rome – IBAN: : IT 55 M 08327 03239 000000001590 BIC SWIFT: ROMA IT RR XXX) the sum of euro 50 (for cadets, rovers and venture scouts units and individual guide/scout patrols) or euro 200 (for scout troops: age 12 through 16) or euro 300 (for cubs/brownies units) as earnest money and deposit for possible damages (both related to your stay at B.-P. Park); of course in case there are not damages the entire sum will be totally given back to you at the end of the camp.   

       We ask you to specify (either you send the above mentioned sums to us by mail or to B.-P. Park bank account) the reason of sending money (e.g.: camp of troop …… from __/__/__ to __/__/__). We will wait until we receive this sum before we 

       reserve an area of B.-P. Park for you (we don’t host, at the same time,  more than 1 pack of cubs or brownies – age 8 

       through 11 - 9 scout troops – age 12 through 16 - and 20 units of cadets, rovers or venture scouts). Sending us the money 

       you authorise us to give your name and address to all other scout/guide units expected to camp at B.-P. Park this summer, 

       in order to possibly contact each other before the camp; if you do not wish your name is given to other scouts/guides just 

       tell us, writing it in the reason for sending us the money (mail or bank).

18.  Scout law is the law of B.-P. Park; on leaving the park, please give special thought to B.-P.’s advice “leaving nothing and  

       …. thanks”;

P.S.: at the beginning of June we will send you another communication including a list of all the units which booked for the summer and a price list of basic food and non-food items on sale at B.-P. Park, of pioneering poles, of chartered buses to and from Rome and specific dates of activities we will organise.

Note for unit of age range 8/11 (pack of cubs and brownies) _________________: B.-P. Park gives from ___/___/___ (from 2.00 p.m.)  to ___/___/___ (noon) at a fee of euro 5,50 per night per person (normal usage of power and gas included); also a lump sum of euro 40,00 is due for  cleaning den and kitchen when leaving from camp:

a) 30 normal bed frames in a hut: since - for hygienically reasons – there are no mattresses but only a small sheet on each bed frame, you must bring your own sleeping bag and camping mattress;

b) another hut just aside:

· a stove (including gas cylinder) and a refrigerator

· six tables and benches for 60 people

· a pot of 30 litres and another one of 10 litres and a colander, a wide round pan and a rectangular pan, 5 salad bowls and a plastic tub, sweep, side-whiskers, rubbish shovel and a bucket.

c) an external area, nearby the huts, to eat outside;

d) use of toilets, taps and showers (only cold water) – at about 100 metres -  and everything else of common use at B.-P.Park.
